Ask your child about a topic they haven’t read yet that interests 

them.

Before reading:

• Preview the text together. Look at the title, subtitles, and any

keywords.

• Ask your child what they predict they will learn from reading

this text.

During reading:

• If your child struggles with a word, ask them about their “fix-up

strategies” to figure out “clunks.”

• After each section, ask your child, “What’s the gist of that

section?”

After reading:

• Discuss with your child what they learned.

• Ask your child, “What do you think is the most important

information about what you read?” and whether they’d like

to learn anything else about the selected topic.
